M. DiBari responds often what we do for the access points is that the cabling is above
the ceiling tiles and the access point is installed by the vendor. They typically will install
them in the center of the room on the ceiling. Per our specifications, they're supposed
to do a site survey after all the access points are installed.

C. Del Angelo So that's for the wireless access points but as far as the data the AV
outlets, desk, phone, etc. When are we or have we met with people to determine the
